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Pensford Chlldren plant trees in
memory of Belluton man

Idren wo volunteers to plant trees at sf's Culv Wood

Volunteers and children from the local school
have helped plant 500 trees on extra land
given to Culvery Wood in Pensford.

Culvery Wood was purchased by
Woodland Trust in 1997, with volunteers and
the Trust managing it ever since, and improv-
ing access and the general state of the wood.

In 2000 the late Stephen Thomas of
Belluton donated an extra two acres of land
for the wood, with his widow Meg recently giv-
ing another acre of land.

Mrs Thomas said; “I decided that as a nice
way of having a lasting legacy in memory of
Stephen | would give another acre, to be
named after him.”

“We had 26 happy years together and |
thought it would give him a lovely memorial .”

Atfter volunteers planted over 300 saplings
last month it was the turn of Pensford Primary
School pupils to join them in planting the rest
of the saplings.

Woodland Trust site manager, Joe
Middleton, said: “The pupils enjoyed a morn-
ing away from lessons planting oak and horn-
beam trees in the sunshine.

“The one acre woodland extension will
hopefully-be enjoyed for a lifetime by the local
primary school children, who learnt all about
planting trees, woodlands and wildlife.”

Volunteer, Nigel Chamber of Pensford,
who co-ordinates the planting with Joe
Middleton, said: “This newly planted woodland
will for years to come, give those lucky
enough to walk in it, magnificent views of the
Chew Valley and the Pensford Viaduct and
serve to remind us what a beautiful part of the
world we live in.”

Mr Middleton said: “We are very grateful to
Mrs Thomas for her generous gift. The extra
land is being planted all in native broad leave
woodland trees.”
